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PROGRESS NOTE
CLINICAL INDICATION:
History of cognitive decline.

CLINICAL HISTORY:

See report of September 12, 2025.

History of neuropathy. Pain increased with hard physical labor.

Dear Jessie Corpus & Professional Colleagues,
Richard Allen was seen for neurological evaluation and in December 2023, completed MR dementia diagnostic testing, which showed findings of a remote ischemic change with a sulcus of subcortical gliotic signal in the right frontal centrum semiovale. A subsequent MR imaging study of the left knee on October 27, 2023, showed evidence for remote low-grade strain of the proximal medial collateral ligament with mild osteoarthritis of the medial compartment, low-grade chondral sclerosis and small marginal osteophytes.

MR imaging of the left ankle on October 27, 2023, showed an acute mild plantar fasciitis. MRI of the left foot on October 27, 2023 showed minimal osteoarthritis of the first interphalangeal joint.

He completed diagnostic electroencephalography on February 8, 2024, which showed several episodes of generalized spike and polyspike activity with the longest duration of 12 minutes on February 9, consistent with electrographic seizures; this was not seen on a standard EEG.

Needle EMG on August 12, 2023, with a history of multilevel lumbar discogenic pain, particularly on the left side, showed evidence for subacute denervation on the right tibial L5-S1 distribution consistent with a lower lumbar radiculopathy. Nerve conduction studies of the sensory nerves showed prolonged latencies with amplitude reductions and normal velocities. The tibial motor conduction study showed distal latency delays with reduced amplitude and conduction velocities .

He completed the Montreal Cognitive Assessment (MoCA) on November 5, 2025, with a total score of 24/30 with no evidence for difficulties in attention, language, abstraction, delayed recall, visual-spatial executive function or orientation.
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The Dementia Screening Interview on November 5, 2025, showed no changes in judgment problems, but there was a history of reduced interest in hobbies and activities, history of repetition that is verbal repetition, trouble utilizing tools and equipment, trouble handling complicated financial affairs, and some daily problems with thinking and remembering.

In consideration of this clinical history and presentation, the findings on his diagnostic testing and imaging studies, he will be referred for amyloid PET/CT imaging where we are referring him to Northern California Nuclear Medicine in Rocklin, California.

I will see him back for review with the results of his testing and further reports.
