HISTORY: This is a 43-year-old female here with throat pain. The patient said pain has been going on for approximately two months and has not changed. She says she has not seen anybody for it.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Vocal cord nodules removed approximately five years ago.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

LAST MENSTRUAL PERIOD: 10/25/2025.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies alcohol, tobacco, or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient said pain is approximately 5/10 increase with swallowing.
She denies trauma.

She denies increased temperature. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

She denies myalgia. Denies chills.

She denies stiff neck. She says she has some pain in the anterior cervical triangle on the right.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 110/79.

Pulse is 65.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.4.

THROAT: Erythematous and edematous, tonsils, pharynx and uvula. No exudates present. Uvula is midline and mobile.
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NECK: Tender right anterior cervical nodes. Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X is normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Pharyngitis.
2. Sore throat.
3. Odynophagia.
PLAN: The patient was given the following medication:
1. Amoxicillin 875 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.
2. XYZ mouthwash 80 mL she will use 20 mL each morning gargle and spit out or swallow.
In the clinic today, we did strep test. Strep is negative, however, it was told to treat this patient with antibiotic as throat appears red and swollen. She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
