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NEUROLOGICAL PROGRESS REPORT
Dear Dr. Lakireddy:

Robert Rasmussen returned today for neurological followup with the results of his recent testing.
As you may have found out, he has a long-standing history of chronic fatigue and development of neuromuscular weakness that he finally reported today.
He reports sarcopenia involving his upper and lower extremities.

As you may remember, his Leqembi infusions for Alzheimer’s findings have been held since he is currently taking aspirin and Plavix, a contraindication to the infusion therapy.

We are obtaining his most recent Enloe records for more information from his hospitalization.

Review of his laboratory testing from September 2025, where he completed an extended myositis specific antibody panel showed no evidence for specific myositis disorders.

On the other hand, he had a cytosolic 5'-nucleotidase 1A (cN 1A) antibody IgG at a level of 36 units, which he is positive for the possible diagnosis of inclusion body myositis.

His history of weakness, fatigue, neuromuscular sarcopenia may be entirely consistent with this diagnosis.

As such, he will require nerve conduction EMG studies which we will refer him for, and a referral to the University at Davis, the Neuromuscular Disorders Clinic for muscle biopsy and definitive diagnosis.
Whether this is treatable at this time, I am uncertain.
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We had an extended discussion today about these findings, the development of his fatigue and weakness and possible therapeutic intervention with improvement.

I will see him back with the results of his studies with a further report.
