Dear Dr. Holley:
This is a followup for Mrs. Price Sandra with chronic kidney disease and donation of a kidney to an uncle.  Last visit in May.  No complaints.
Review of System:  Done extensively.  Well controlled blood pressure at home 130s/80s.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc.  Takes vitamin D, but low calcium replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 147 and blood pressure by nurse 130/80.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs and cardiovascular normal.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine is minor increase at 1.5 to 1.6, baseline is 1.3-1.4 and calcium was elevated 10.4 with normal electrolytes, acid base, albumin and phosphorus.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB question an acute component, prior kidney donation to a family member and eventually complications of cardiac myxoma including ARDS and acute renal failure.  Presently no need for EPO treatment.  The high calcium in the recent past has fluctuated from normal to high.  Blood test to be repeated including urine, calcium and creatinine excretion to document if there is elevated urinary excretion as well as measurement of PTH.  *________* as of calcium and vitamin D.  She has prior history of breast cancer presently no treatment.  We will add also vitamin D125 and a PTH related peptide.  Depending on results, we will do more.  Differential diagnosis discussed with her.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
