SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Ann is a 51-year-old married Caucasian female living at 2002 East Park, Algonac, MI 48001. Seen for followup. She described she is doing great and has not been having any problem. Her medication is working. She is on buspirone 10 mg b.i.d., Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, and duloxetine 30 mg b.i.d. She describes she is working on the house getting ready for Thanksgiving as she is going to cook for everyone and number of her relatives for husband side and her side of the family will come. She describes she is the one who has learned from her mother how to cook the dinner therefore everybody likes her dinner therefore she has to cook for at least two dozen people. I appreciate her motivations and activities to which she agreed. She claimed that she always had been doing good things for cooking and doing good for people. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. There was no hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. She described she has been doing very well.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed symptomatically stable, history of cholecystectomy, and history of back pain currently stable.

PLAN: Continue with the current plan. I will send the prescription for 30 days. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
