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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
Dear Dr. Reinking & Brett Brown,
Derrick Taylor was seen today for neurological reevaluation.

As you may remember, he has previous findings of possibly primary lateral sclerosis.
We are working on a referral to cutting-edge orthopedic support for his AFOs.

He has a history of using bilateral carbon spiral AFOs to treat bilateral foot drop.
Previously, off-the-shelf AFOs have not been meeting his needs because they failed in the strut and the footplate after approximately nine months of use. He is 5’7” tall and weighs 230 pounds. He requires custom bilateral carbon fiber spiral AFOs due to his weight and activity level. Off-the-shelf AFOs are contraindicated for this patient. Custom AFOs will allow him to ambulate in a safe and comfortable manner, they will be fabricated to match his weight and activity level, he will need these permanently.
Currently, I have no notes from the university on his evaluation, but we know through the PM&R doctor at UC Davis while we await the results of the genetic testing.
He needs referral for vascular surgery evaluation at Enloe where he will need to complete lower extremity vascular testing. He reports that his legs and arms are getting smaller suggesting sarcopenia. He has had a number of falls and hurt his knee recently.
He reports that his feet are always cold. We are looking for his swallowing test results.
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I look forward to his new cutting-edge leg braces that will help him with his ambulation.
We may also have to contact West-End Pharmacy as he complains that he is having trouble with getting his medications. By his report, his testosterone values are low, his LDL cholesterol is elevated.
I will send a followup report when we have more information.
