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NEUROLOGICAL PROGRESS REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
History of tremor and family history of Parkinson’s disease.
Recent presentation with dyspnea.

Dear Professional Colleagues,
Annette Hamblin was seen for neurological evaluation with a history of tremor and family history of Parkinson’s.
As you may remember, she presented with increased dyspnea, findings of a pulmonary nodule that was negative on biopsy by Dr. Verma, the pulmonary specialist.
MR brain imaging at Enloe Medical Center on October 4, 2021 showed evidence for mild global brain volume loss. No evidence of stroke or hemorrhage. No enhancing T2 hyperintensities, unchanged, consistent with microvascular ischemic gliosis with a wider differential diagnosis to include MS, Lyme disease and vasculitis. There was no evidence of brain metastasis. No significant changes in comparison to imaging of 12/07/2020. Neurological examination does not demonstrate unusual tremor at rest.
There is minimal inducible neuromusculoskeletal stiffness in distraction maneuvers.
I believe she has a history of COVID disease exposure and in consideration of her evaluation needs, we are referring her to UC Davis Medical Center for static and ambulatory EEGs to exclude acquired epilepsy.

We are also referring her to Redding for DaTscan imaging to exclude the early manifestations of Parkinson’s disease.
Laboratory testing for dementia will be requested and we will see her for review with those results. Her laboratory studies in May 2024 show an elevated anticardiolipin antibody IgM for which we will refer her for hematology evaluation in consideration of acquired coagulation disorder.
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I will send a followup report when she returns.
