Dear Dr. Ausiello:
This is a followup for Joanne with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in May.  Recent falling episode lost balance about two months ago.  Minor fracture on the right wrist.  Wear a brace already healed.  No surgery done.  Has COPD abnormalities and wheezes.  Denies the use of oxygen.  No CPAP machine.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Denies respiratory distress.
Review of Systems:  Done.  Noncontributory.  Blood pressure at home 120s/70s.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Lasix, potassium, lisinopril, metoprolol, on inhalers, and anticoagulated Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 202 and blood pressure by nurse 127/78.  Few wheezes.  No rales.  No pleural effusion.  Atrial fibrillation rate less than 90.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen, no tenderness.  Presently no major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 1.48 baseline and GFR 38 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 12.5.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, stable, no progression, probably hypertension.  No obstruction or urinary retention.  No symptoms.  No need for changing diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No phosphorus binders.  No EPO treatment.  Tolerating low dose of ACE inhibitors and other blood pressure medicines.  Anticoagulated without bleeding.  COPD asthma on treatment.  Chemistries in regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
