CC: Bladder spasm.

HPI: A 75-year-old gentleman who has an indwelling Foley secondary to urinary obstruction. At the beginning of the month, the patient had told me that he was having bladder spasms that were uncomfortable. He denied seeing any blood in his Foley catheter. Review of the patient’s medications did not show medications that would address overactive bladder symptoms. I told him we would try Vesicare 10 mg and started at one tablet p.o. q.d. and to date he states that it has been effective. The patient also had an appointment on 11/05/25 with GI for his reflux and his pain management physician. There were no changes in treatment per either physician visit. 
DIAGNOSES: No change from previous notes.
MEDICATIONS: No change from previous notes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, seated in his manual wheelchair, able to give basic information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/68, pulse 78, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, O2 sat 97%, FSBS 116, and weight 153.8 pounds.

NEURO: Alert and oriented to person and place. He can mumble at times, but when asked to speak a little louder his speech is clear and content coherent. He did have some short-term memory deficit regarding both of the appointments that he had earlier this week, not being able to give me any information except that everything was okay. 

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bladder spasms. Continue with Vesicare as is and should it become less effective, then we will just increase the frequency of the Vesicare dose.
