Rosalie Grinstead was seen today for neurological reevaluation following her last appointment.

We had planned on obtaining a CT brain angiogram for her history of aneurysms reevaluation, which will be rescheduled.

Today, she returns indicating that she has remained stable on her current treatment regimen.

Unfortunately, she fell at home, hit her head and developed by her report a large hematoma that has since resolved.

She still has pain in the area where she struck her scalp.

She is no longer ataxic.

Her headaches have improved substantially taking Qulipta 60 mg on a daily basis for headache prophylaxis.

The medication is being refilled and we will obtain authorization for continuous use.

She had no other concerns or complaints today and as such I am scheduling her for reevaluation as she completes her imaging studies.
