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NEUROLOGICAL PROGRESS REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological reevaluation following replacement of VNS stimulator for assistance in controlling recurrent epilepsy.

Dear Dr. Foster,
Gerald Tanner was seen today accompanied by his mother, coworkers and supportive staff.

He continues to get his medications at Walgreens on East Avenue.

He is currently taking Trileptal, Keppra, propranolol and clonazepam and uses a VNS stimulator.

His VNS stimulator expired a few months ago and he was referred to UC Davis where a new stimulator with battery has been replaced.

He was seen today with the assistant staff of the VNS stimulator company performing continued reprogramming of his unit that has been progressively advanced monthly over the last four or five months.

By the family’s report, he is doing well with his VNS stimulator.

He still has an infrequent breakthrough seizure, but these do not last more than one minute.

Today, we reviewed his progress, his current medications and we will be testing his medication levels for compliance and benefit.

Today, he is alert and responsive.

By the family’s report, he has lost about 30 pounds in the last two months, which may be a consequence of his current care.
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I have asked the staff to monitor his diet and calorie intake, which will be followed.

By their report, he is having no other problem.

I will see him for reevaluation in approximately one to two months and I will send a followup report then as he continues to move forward and improve with adjustment of his treatment.
