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NEUROLOGICAL PROGRESS UPDATE REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological revaluation for history of cognitive decline and impairment with recent history of observed complaints of hallucinations and delusions of three months’ duration.
History of symptoms between 6 and 7 p.m. while watching television.

Dear Ben-Israel & Professional Colleagues,
Frank Mercurio was seen for neurological reevaluation following his last examination and our extended discussion in which we identified it had the findings of abnormal amyloid PET/CT imaging consistent with Alzheimer’s disease.

Following our discussion, Frank discussed his current findings and clinical symptoms with his family and three daughters.

He returned today indicating that in consideration of further care he has decided to hold off on referral for the Leqembi infusion in Marysville at the Adventist Cancer Center.

We confirmed this today in our discussion.

Frank indicates that he does have symptoms of mild cognitive decline, is currently comfortable with his current mental status and is not interested in immediately starting Leqembi infusions even though this might clinically be advantageous to him since he has minimal findings of Alzheimer’s dementia.

We had a very extended discussion today and Frank indicated that he would like to follow his progress and consideration of further referral in the future should he become in anyway more symptomatic.

He is currently taking amlodipine, venlafaxine, Aricept, and memantine.
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I will continue to refill the medicines readjusting his dosages and following his progress with examinations on a three-month basis.

Should he develop increasing symptoms of cognitive decline, we will reconsider referral which he is open to.
