CC: Assume care and initial contact.

HPI: An 83-year-old female who was sleeping soundly in her room after lunch given that she was calm I went ahead and left her alone. The patient keeps to herself stays in her room most of the time. She does have a tendency to just randomly have outburst where she is screaming and yelling and anyone who tries to get near her she will go after physically about three weeks ago she was in one of those rages to the point that it was disturbing the whole hallway and other residents were yelling from their rooms for her to be quiet which further incited her and I happen to be walking down the hall and tried to calm her down and that did not go well so I just left her alone. Staff tells me that she does that periodically and there is no clear reason as to why she will just have an outburst. Family do come to visit her and state that she does not necessarily seem happy or interactive with them.

DIAGNOSES: Conversion disorder with seizures, hypertension, glaucoma, Lewy body dementia, and chronic pain syndrome.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Liberalized NAS, mechanical soft, minced moist, and thin liquid.

MEDICATIONS: MiraLax p.r.n. and clonidine 0.1 mg p.r.n. with parameters. The patient essentially has no scheduled medications and per staff refuses to take any medication.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Very petite elderly female curled up in bed did not move later in the day she was seen standing up in her room walking around.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/70, pulse 72, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, O2 saturation 96%, and weight 102.7 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is very thin, lean, and ambulates independently. Moves her limbs in a normal range of motion. No evidence of edema.
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SKIN: Thin and dry but intact. No breakdown or bruising noted.

NEURO: She made eye contact with me can glared at me but did not speak and just stayed in the room and for now left it at that given her tendency for just yelling and becoming very upset difficult to calm down.
