Dear Dr. Ausiello:

This is a followup for Richard with chronic kidney disease, history of bladder cancer resection neobladder.  Last visit in April.  Off and on cigar smoking and alcohol.  History of lupus follows with rheumatology at Lansing.  Remains on Plaquenil and as needed prednisone probably once every few months.  Some trauma to the left eye related to alcohol intake.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Only medications Plaquenil and prednisone.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 240, previously 231 and blood pressure by nurse 140/72.  Tall and large obese person.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries show creatinine stable 1.5 for a GFR of 51.  Otherwise electrolyte, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and cell count are normal.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  Prior history of bladder cancer resection with a neobladder.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No phosphorus binders.  All chemistries are stable.  He follows with rheumatology for lupus.  I do not have results of the serology testing of the urine.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
