Dear Dr. Gunnell:

This is a followup for Judith with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, history of bladder cancer and others including ovarian and thyroid.  Since the last visit in May, she is off the Ozempic.  Follows gastroenterologist Dr. Murphy.  Severe regurgitation, reflux and voice changes.  She however is eating and has gained weight from 171 to 184.  There is constipation, no bleeding.  No urinary problems.  No bleeding.  Diffuse body pain limited her mobility mostly back, hips and knees.  Presently no chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  No oxygen.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the diltiazem, Aldactone, anticoagulated with Xarelto, for her stomach on Protonix, Zofran and Carafate.
Physical Examination:  Weight up to 184 and blood pressure 120/62 by nurse.  Few rhonchi mostly clear.  No pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine improved it went up to 134 down to 1.2, which is close to baseline for the last two years.  No gross anemia.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Low sodium.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III recent fluctuations but not permanent.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No indication for EPO treatment.  Low sodium represents the fluid intake.  Blood pressure is well controlled.  She will do blood test every three months.  She has right-sided renal cyst with the last ultrasound June 2025 next one will be next year.  Follows with yourself and other doctors for her other medical issues.  All other chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
