HISTORY: This is a 61-year-old gentleman here for medication refill.

The patient indicated he has a history of hypertension. He is currently on amlodipine. He is here for refill for this medication.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient indicated that he is having some problems with having erection and maintaining erection for penetration. He states this has been going on for a while, but did not seek medical help.

The patient reports pain and pressure behind his eyes and his cheek and green discharge from his nose.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 143/87.

Pulse 85.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
HEENT: Normal.

NOSE: Congested with clearish green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

Tender maxillary, frontal and ethmoid sinuses, tenderness to palpation.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. No palpable or tender nodes.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Medication refill.

2. Morbid obesity.

3. Sinusitis.

4. Erectile dysfunction.

5. Hypertension.

6. Rhinitis.
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PLAN: Today, the patient received the following:

1. Sildenafil 50 mg one p.o. half an hour to four hours prior to coitus #30. He was advised to take one daily only, no more.

2. Amoxicillin 875 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

3. Amlodipine 5 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

4. Allegra 180 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
