This patient was seen for face-to-face today. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. This face-to-face is to cover 10/31/2025 and 12/01/2025, which is a benefit period No. 5.
This is a 67-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain. The patient continues to lose weight. The patient has minimal appetite, eating about 50% of his food. He is becoming more and more confused. He is oriented to person only. His MAC is down to 27 cm consistent with weight loss. He has a PPS score of 30% only related to his worsening condition. His FAST scores is at 7C, which is actually declined as well. He has bowel and bladder incontinence and full ADL dependency as I mentioned. He is only oriented to person at times. Brenda, the patient’s caregiver, tells me that he is sleeping more, 10 to 12 hours a day. He requires complete and total help to be placed in wheelchair; they try to get him out of bed as much as possible. He requires movement to keep him from developing bedsores and his bony protuberant cysts. He is refusing medications from time to time. He has sundowner syndrome. PPS is at 30% where it was 40% during the last visit. He requires pain medication for his back pain. His blood pressure today was at 160/85, O2 saturation 94%, and pulse was 89. The patient continues to decline evident by his MAC, weight loss, decreased weight, protein-calorie malnutrition, dementia related to his Alzheimer’s disease as well as lowering FAST score and PPS score, continues to be hospice appropriate, mostly likely has less than six months to live.
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
