HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old female patient. Mother brings her in today due to having red throat, occasionally sore, also had fever and body aches yesterday. The patient had fever of 98.9 yesterday, but felt significantly warmer; with that, mother suspects they might have an issue with her thermometer at the house, she is going to pursue getting another one. At any rate, there is no abdominal pain. There is no nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. She has normal bowel movements and no issues with urination.

She has been tired today as well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Not taking any medications.

ALLERGIES: The patient is not allergic to any medications.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/83, pulse 126, respirations 18, temperature in the office 97.9, and O2 saturation is 96% on room air.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: There is not any erythema to the tympanic membrane. She does have a fair amount of cerumen in each canal. Oropharyngeal area is moist. Tonsils are enlarged and erythematous. There is mild strawberry tongue as well.

NECK: Soft.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Mildly tachycardic. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.

We did a strep test, it came back positive. Also, we did a flu test and that resulted in a negative result.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Strep throat. The patient will receive amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL 10 mL p.o. b.i.d. x10 days, #200 mL.

2. She is to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. She will take tomorrow off from school, she will need a note for that and mother will call us or return to clinic if needed.
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
