HISTORY: This is a 68-year-old gentleman here with painful lump on his posterior left thigh. The patient states this has been there for approximately three days came in because he has increased pain and redness spreading.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Prostate cancer and status post prostatectomy followed by a sling/sleeve because of incontinence.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Foot surgery and endometriosis removed.
MEDICATIONS: 
1. Metronidazole.

2. Ciprofloxacin.

3. Tramadol.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills, myalgia, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He denies increased temperature. He states pain is approximately 5/10 worse when he sits.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 133/79.
Pulse 68.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

Left posterior thigh is a single pustule with localized erythema, the site is hot to touch. No fluctuant. No induration. No bleeding or discharge.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to mild obesity.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented in no distress. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Cellulitis.

2. Pustules.

PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received Rocephin IM. He was observed in the clinic for approximately 15 minutes to reevaluate he reports no side effects from the medication. He is comfortable by my discharge plans. He was sent home with doxycycline 100 mg. He will take one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20. Strongly encouraged to come back if he gets worse or go to nearest emergency room if we are closed and followup with his primary care provider.
