Mr. Thomas was seen on 12/01/2025, for onychocryptosis partial toe removed and is here for followup. The patient states he is doing much better. His pain is much better.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills, or myalgia. Denies increase temperature. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 146/97.

Pulse 77.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

Right great toe, the surgery site there is localized erythema. No edema. No discharge. No bleeding. Mild tenderness to palpation on lateral surface. There is no evidence of severe secondary infection.

PROCEDURE: Wound here.

Site was cleaned with Betadine.

Site was pat dry with 2 x 2.

Triple antibiotic was applied to site.

2 x 2 was used to cover the place over the triple antibiotics.

Site was secured with Coban.

The patient is advised to continue antibiotics and pain medication if indicated. He was educated on daily dressing changes. He was advised to buy over-the-counter Neosporin or bacitracin and apply to site as I demonstrated earlier. He states he understands he will comply. He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none.
