Dear Dr. Stebelton:
This is a followup for Mr. Creque with renal failure secondary to diabetic nephropathy, proteinuria and hypertension.  Last visit in August.  Diabetes variable highs and lows.  Complaining of feeling weak.  No vomiting.  No dysphagia.  Frequent diarrhea, no bleeding.  No changes in urination, cloudiness or blood.  Right foot ulcer improving.  Presently no fever.  Chronic dyspnea.  Chronic chest pain.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Uses oxygen 2 liters at night.  Uses CPAP machine and inhalers.  Follows cardiology.  Some breast tenderness probably from the Aldactone.  Recent high potassium similar reason.  This medicine will be discontinued.
Review of System:  Other review of systems is done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the nitrates, Norvasc, Entresto and Lasix.  Presently stopping the Aldactone.  Tolerating Jardiance without infection in the urine.  Takes medication for gout with recent flare up and anticoagulated with Eliquis.  Does not tolerate statins.  He is taking only Zetia.
Physical Examination:  At home weight 245.  Some degree of weight loss.  Morbid obesity.  No localized rales.  Has atrial fibrillation rate less than 90.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Stable edema.  No cellulitis.
Labs:  Chemistries no anemia.  GFR 36.  High potassium and metabolic acidosis.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III hyperkalemia, metabolic acidosis effect of medications stopping Aldactone, chronic diarrhea explaining metabolic acidosis to some extent and congestive heart failure.  Medications as indicated above, anticoagulated.  Tolerating Jardiance without infection.  Breast tenderness high potassium, discontinue Aldactone.  Salt and fluid restriction.  Sleep apnea on CPAP machine.  Not interested on dialysis.  We will not do an AV fistula.  We will not do dialysis class.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
