HISTORY: This is a 22-year-old female here for followup. The patient was recently seen and diagnosed with flu A, acute sinusitis, acute rhinitis, bronchitis, and pharyngitis. She is here for followup for these conditions. She reports improvement. She states she is taking medication exactly as prescribed. Today, she states she is having cough which she described as dry and not responding to the Bromfed that I gave her.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She denies chills. She denies myalgia. She denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. She denies chills. She denies myalgia. Denies increased temperature.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, in no acute distress. The patient is actively coughing in the exam room.
HEENT: Normal.
NOSE: No discharge. No congestion.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. The patient goes into a cough fit with deep inspiration. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Cough.

2. Influenza A; doing much better.
3. Sinusitis; improved.
PLAN: She was advised to continue medication that she was given from the last visit.
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Today, the patient received the following:
Albuterol and Atrovent combined nebulizer times one. After she completed treatment, she reports improvement. She was sent home with albuterol 90 mcg metered-dose inhaler. She was advised to take two puffs t.i.d. p.r.n. for cough. She was given a work excuse to return to work on Monday, strongly encouraged to continue all the medications she received on her original visit, to increase fluids, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
