CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 32-year-old African American male with history of cardiac arrest.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 32-year-old male with history of cardiac arrest dating to October 2025. He was taken to the St. Joseph Hospital and diagnosed with Brugada syndrome. He then underwent AICD. He has had no further episode of passing out, but reports shortness of breath. He has known asthma. The patient denies any chest pain or other symptoms at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Asthma.

2. Cardiac arrest.

3. Brugada syndrome.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Status post AICD on November 5, 2025 with Medtronic device DDPA2D4, leads 6935M-55 cm.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Metoprolol succinate 25 mg one daily.

2. Albuterol one puff p.r.n.

3. Flonase one spray each nostril daily.

ALLERGIES: IBUPROFEN results in angioedema.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with cancer unknown type. Father with high blood pressure. A sister died with congestive heart failure.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports marijuana use, but denies cigarettes or alcohol.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Ears: He has hearing loss.
Oral Cavity: Unremarkable.

Neck: He has stiffness, decreased motion and pain.

Respiratory: He reports cough with sputum. He has dyspnea.

Gastrointestinal: He reports antacid use and heartburn. He notes abdominal pain and laxative use.
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Genitourinary: He reports frequency and hesitancy.

Neurologic: He has vertigo.

Psychiatric: He reports nervousness, depression, and insomnia. He further reports anxiety.

Endocrine: He has cold intolerance.

Remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 113/60, pulse 57, respiratory rate 20, height 72 inches, and weight 189.4 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG reveals sinus rhythm of 51 bpm and nonspecific ST abnormalities noted.
IMPRESSION:

1. Cardiac arrest status post.

2. Brugada syndrome.

3. Asthma.

4. Bradycardia.

PLAN:
1. Echocardiogram.

2. AICD check per Medtronic device.
3. Follow up in six months’ time.
