This is a history and physical examination on Emily Montoya.

This 18-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She does not smoke or drink. She denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: She feels dizzy every now and then she said at least once or twice daily.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has been fairly healthy and no other symptoms than dizziness every now and then.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No major illnesses.

MENSTRUAL HISTORY: She started menstruation at age 13. She has a regular period. First two days are heavy and then she is bleeding for three to five days and then every four to five weeks.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 18-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 tall female, weighing 152 pounds, and blood pressure 112/76.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Dizziness cause unclear.

2. Possible iron deficiency anemia.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, iron and ferritin as well as TSH. We will give her supplement if she is deficient in iron.
