Mom said since her last visit, she has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care and today said child is doing fine. She is eating well. Her activities are normal. No vomiting. No diarrhea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 110/75.

Pulse is 100.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

FOREHEAD: Sutures in good repair. No evidence of secondary infection namely discharge, bleeding, swelling or redness. Mild tenderness to palpation. Site is well scabbed over and is healed well.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Status post motor vehicle accident.
2. Laceration forehead.
3. Suture removal.
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Procedure suture removal.
Mom was explained process involving removing her sutures. We talk about complications. She gave verbal consent for me to proceed.

Hydrogen peroxide bedded on a 4 x 4 was placed over site to soften the granulation.

A forceps and a #11 blade was used to remove a single suture.

There were no complications.

Child tolerated procedure well.

Mom was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
