PLAN:
1. Benzonatate 100 mg one p.o. q.8h. p.r.n., #30 and doxycycline 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d., #20.

2. Sexually transmitted disease screening includes RPR, chlamydia and GC, HIV, and hepatitis B. Followup 3-6 months.
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
