Ms. Templin is being recertified for hospice care at home at this time. Ms. Templin is a 99-year-old woman who is on hospice with hypertensive heart disease with associated heart failure. The patient is weak. The patient is losing weight. The patient is quite frail. She is not eating; she is eating about 20% of her food at this time, no longer able to ambulate, short of breath at all times; at rest or with activity, puts her at New York Heart Association Class IV, ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She continues to decline. The weight loss is considered unavoidable as well associated with protein-calorie malnutrition with MAC score of 23 cm. She also has history of anxiety, depression and iron-deficiency anemia. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and she continues to be hospice appropriate.
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
