Mae is being recertified for hospice today. This is a 101-year-old woman on hospice with diagnosis of Parkinson’s disease. The patient is oriented to person most of the times. She is non-ambulatory. Bowel and bladder incontinent. She requires help with all ADL. The patient lives with her daughter who manages all her activities. The patient continues to have significant functional decline consistent with advanced Parkinson’s disease associated with weight loss, decreased appetite, aspiration symptoms, decreased MAC to 12 cm from 13 cm. The patient also suffers from hypertension, hypothyroidism and muscle weakness. Her confusion state puts her at FAST score of 7A. Her ________ is at 30% consistent with a drop in her demise. The patient is now sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day, reported by her family, her daughter. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. Incidentally, she has required morphine and lorazepam to keep her comfortable and atropine to reduce her secretions consistent with end-stage parkinsonism.
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
