The results of this visit will be shared with hospice medical director. The patient was seen for the sole purpose of face-to-face evaluation. She is in her current third period, which ends 12/26/2025.

This is a 99-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of CVA. The patient also has vascular dementia, chronic kidney disease stage III, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, congestive heart failure most likely diastolic, diabetes and failure to thrive.

The patient is no longer oriented to person, place or time. This is a change from a month or so ago per caregiver. The patient’s FAST has dropped to 7C. She just repeats the same words over and over that have no meaning. The patient is total ADL dependent. The patient is incontinent of bowel and bladder. No longer ambulatory. PPS dropped down to 40%. Only eating 25% of her meals. Continues to lose weight. The patient also has history of aspiration and requires pureed food and must be fed. Her MAC is now at 17 with a 4 cm drop since admission. Muscle wasting severe. Decreased mentation profound. The patient has been treated for urinary tract infection, which is the most common reason for these folks to pass away. She does have sundowner syndrome, requires medications i.e. lorazepam to control her symptoms. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live, remains hospice appropriate.
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
