CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 62-year-old female with family history of coronary artery disease referred for evaluation.
HPI: The patient reports that a brother had a heart attack times three. A niece passed from a heart attack. Mother died with a pacemaker. She reports that she has no symptoms, but she is very concerned due to the multiple family members having died with coronary artery disease. She specifically denies chest pain, shortness of breath or palpitations.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.
2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Prediabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: Losartan 50 mg one daily, venlafaxine 37.5 mg b.i.d., amlodipine 5 mg daily, gabapentin 300 mg t.i.d., ibuprofen 600 mg p.r.n., simvastatin 20 mg one daily, calcium with D3 600 mg one daily, Omega-3 fish oil 1200 mg daily, and MultiVites one daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: As above.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Genitourinary: She has frequency of urination.

Oral Cavity: She has implants.
Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 112/62, pulse 76, respiratory rate 18, and height 59” and weight 146.6 pounds.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 79 bpm. The QT corrected is 501 ms. Nonspecific T-wave changes are noted.
IMPRESSION: A 62-year-old female with history of:
1. Prediabetes.
2. Hypertension.
3. Hypercholesterolemia.
4. Family history of CAD.
She is seen for evaluation. She is noted to have borderline abnormal EKG.

PLAN: We will proceed with echocardiogram and stress testing.
