HISTORY: This is a 52-year-old female here for followup. Ms. Javaid was involved in a motor vehicle accident in July 2025, has been seen for hip and ankle pain. She is here for followup for MRI of her ankle. Last time, she was seen, she complained of ankle pain and swelling and MRI was ordered and the results are available today. She states she has no new complaint.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 99/63.

Pulse is 90.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.9.

ANKLES: No deformity present. She bears weight well with mild antalgic gait.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEURO: She is alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Ankle calcification.
2. Ankle pain.
3. Ankle edema.
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PLAN: The patient and I reviewed MRI of her ankle. The results are as follows: According to the radiologist “there is a large mature calcification present adjacent to the inferior aspect of the lateral malleolus and posterior body of the talus. There is adjacent soft tissue inflammation. The calcification also abuts the peroneus longus and peroneus brevis tendons and there is associated moderate to marked peroneal tenosynovitis and tendinitis”.

I explained to the patient what this all means and the need for her to have some therapy to improve function of this ankle. She states she understands. A consult was completed and she was advised that she will be contacted for her therapy.

She was given the opportunities to ask questions and she states she has none.
