Dear Dr. Prouty:
This is a followup for Mrs. Owen with chronic kidney disease and congestive heart failure.  Last visit in June.  Follows cardiology Dr. Krepostman.  Pacemaker was placed.  Complications of wound infection, receiving clindamycin for 10 days.  So far no nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.  Good urine output.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Blood pressure in the office looks good.  Still smoking 10 cigarettes a day.  Chronic cough.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Coreg, lisinopril, digoxin, Coumadin and Lasix.
Physical Examination:  Present weight is stable 128 and blood pressure 118/93.  Mechanical mitral valve with increased S1.  No localized rales.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.
Labs:  Last chemistries, creatinine 1.7 stable for the last two years.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition and calcium.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB for the most part is stable the last two years.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Smoker COPD and CHF stable.  Anticoagulation mechanical valves.  Exposed to digoxin.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Other chemistries stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
