Dear Dr. Page:
This is a followup for Mr. Hansen with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  Some weight loss.  Poor appetite.  Stable dyspnea.  Constipation.  Some nocturia.  Decreased flow but no cloudiness or blood.  Some memory issues.  Comes accompanied with son.  Follows cardiology Dr. Hajjar.
Review of System:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the losartan and nitrates.  Otherwise, diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Weight down to 164 and blood pressure by nurse 122/79.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  No gross ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.  Hard of hearing.
Labs:  Last chemistries from December, normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.  For some reason creatinine was not done, previously around 2 and GFR of 30.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB-IV.  Clinically no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or indication for dialysis.  Continue present regimen.  Tolerating losartan.  No need to change diet for potassium, bicarbonate or phosphorus replacement.  No need for EPO treatment.  Follow up in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
