Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. Peters with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  Stable neuropathy.  No ulcers or claudication.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  Diabetes 92% of the time well controlled.  Doing acupuncture for neuropathy.
Review of System:  Other review of system is negative.  He enjoys his trip to Italy, Rome as well as Jerusalem.

Medications:  Present medications review.  I will highlight the lisinopril, HCTZ and nifedipine.
Physical Examination:  Weight down few pounds and blood pressure 120/64.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Irregular rhythm, rate is less than 90.  Stays on Eliquis.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Very pleasant.
Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 1.4, which is in the good side he has been as high as 1.7.  Present GFR 46 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  Underlying diabetic nephropathy.  No dialysis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Minor increase of calcium, not symptomatic.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue lisinopril and other blood pressure medications.  Anticoagulated for atrial fibrillation.  Continue diabetes management.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
