Mr. Benjamin is being evaluated for a face-to-face evaluation today. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. Mr. Benjamin is currently in his 14th benefit period from 10/12/2025 to 12/10/2025.
Leon is a 74-year-old gentleman who was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. He is currently on hospice with history of COPD. Other comorbidities include liver cell carcinoma, malignant neoplasm of his prostate, essential hypertension, type II diabetes, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, obesity, and anxiety disorder. The patient’s MAC has dropped down to 31 cm; he started around 42. His blood pressure is elevated at 157/96; he states due to pain. He has lost 5 pounds, he has decreased appetite, 2+ pedal edema, bowel and bladder incontinent, and PPS of 40%. His daughter, Lashunda, is there every day to check on him; she lives close by. He also has difficulty with shortness of breath with activity and at rest. The patient recently got through a bout of bronchitis; he took antibiotics and inhaler, which definitely helped him. O2 saturation is at 97%, pulse is 96, blood pressure is 157/96, and temperature is 98.7. The patient’s O2 saturation is stable, has oxygen available to him, uses nebulizer treatment. Also, suffers from cor pulmonale and right-sided heart failure causing his ________. He states that his shortness of breath is getting worse, he has to use the nebulizer at least three or four times a day now. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
