This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. Michael is in his second benefit period from 08/31/2025 to 11/28/2025. The patient was seen for the purpose of face-to-face evaluation today.
This is a 65-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of COPD, weight loss, diminished MAC to 20 cm, weakness, tiredness, shortness of breath, pulmonary hypertension, and tachycardia. Using his nebulizer at least three or four times a day. He is not using oxygen. His O2 saturation is around 88% and has been low consistently, but he has always refused to use oxygen. His PPS is at 40%. He has bouts of confusion most likely because of his hypoxemia and the fact that he is not taking any oxygen. He does use his nebulizer on a regular basis. He does have leg swelling 1+. His MAC has now dropped to 19. His blood pressure is 140/90, pulse is 92, and respirations are 22 today. He states that he is short of breath with activity and at rest. He also has generalized pain over his back, shoulder, and neck. His overall prognosis remains poor. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
