Ms. Hintz was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. Ms. Hintz is in her third benefit period extending from 09/17/2025 to 11/15/2025. This will be shared with the hospice medical director as well.
Ms. Hintz is a 70-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history Alzheimer’s disease. The patient is eating less. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is ADL dependent. She has lost at least 5 pounds in the past four weeks. Her MAC is dropped to 17 cm. She also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, dementia, age-related physical debility, hypertension, osteoarthritis, depression, and anxiety. She has a PPS score of 40%. Her FAST score is at 7A. She is sleeping 10 to 12 hours a day. The patient lives with Janae at a personal care home who tells me that the patient is becoming much more debilitated and is in bed at all times sleeping at least 12 hours a day. She is bowel and bladder incontinent once again. She has a KPS score of 40% with a PPS score of 40%. She belongs to New York Heart Association Class II with shortness of breath. She is no longer ambulatory, she is less risk of fall at this time unless she decides to walk, but now she is staying in bed most of the time. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
