Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This 45-year-old male came for evaluation today. He does not think. He used to smoke, but he said he quit in 2013. He does not remember how much he smoked. He denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He states he is here because he has too much blood.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has history of severe depression and he does not remember most of the things that was relevant, but recently he was found to have hemoglobin of 18.2 and hematocrit of 54.7 that is the reason for the referral.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He has history of major depression. He is on several medications, which includes Wellbutrin, Mounjaro, trazodone, and glimepiride. He also takes supplements like vitamin D. He also states he likes V8, which is juice and that he has benefited a lot from it. Past medical history includes diabetes. He said he did have hypertension, but does not take any medication. He had appendectomy in younger years. Also he had undescended testicles surgery was done when he was in his youth.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 45-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 422 pounds, and blood pressure 150/99.

HEENT: His face is flushed.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Again, it showed redness and flushing.

DIAGNOSIS: Polycythemia rule out polycythemia vera.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw the blood or send him to the lab to have the blood drawn for JAK–2 mutation and other related genetic abnormality that are hallmark of myeloproliferative disorder and polycythemia vera. Once available we could make further recommendations. The patient is Jehovah’s Witness. He does not believe in donating blood, but he is not opposed to phlebotomies.
