The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. He is in his eighth benefit period extending from 04/28/2025 to 06/26/2025.

This is a 71-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. The patient lives at home with his sister. His sister is telling me that he is having more shortness of breath, more pedal edema, and more pain. His pain is related to a spinal cord injury. He is paraplegic. He has history of CVA, atrial fibrillation, hypertension, and he is bed bound. He has right leg above-the-knee amputation, gastroesophageal reflux and osteomyelitis of the lumbar spine with pressure ulcers of his sacrum stage IV. The patient’s ulcerations will never heal. He has history of protein-calorie malnutrition, which is contributing to his decubitus ulcer. His KPS is at 40% today. He has a Foley catheter in place. His appetite waxes and wanes. He has a MAC score of 32 cm. He initially started with a PPS score of 50%. He is totally and completely bed bound, bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient’s heart failure appears to be mixed systolic and diastolic. No ejection fraction is available for review at this time. Overall, prognosis remains poor. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
