The patient was seen for the purpose of face-to-face. My plan is to share Mr. Langley’s face-to-face with the hospice medical director. The patient is currently in his fifth benefit period from 07/31/2025 to 09/28/2025.
Francis is a 71-year-old gentleman, veteran, lives at home with the caretaker, his fiancée, currently in hospice with a very large abdominal aortic aneurysm over 9 cm. He has history of hyperlipidemia, insomnia, and renal insufficiency. He is losing weight. He is not eating as much. He is somewhat depressed about waiting around to die as he puts it. His PPS score is 40%. He also has insomnia as I mentioned. His MAC is 21 cm. He has minimal pain most of the time. PPS is at 40%. He has bouts of forgetfulness with minimal but no significant dementia or change in mental status reported. He does have some shortness of breath with activity. He does require some help with ADL. He also has a history of PTSD. He sleeps very little because of his PTSD, also has restlessness and awakening. Given natural progression of his disease, he can die at any time.
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
