HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 56-year-old gentleman, comes in to establish a new relationship. The patient was in the hospital from 11/10/2025 to 11/28/2025, with a subarachnoid bleed secondary to two aneurysms. The location of the aneurysms is not known; apparently, they were clipped per the patient.

He has no history of hypertension or history of aneurysm in the past.
He is doing well at this time. He wants to return to work. He wants to have his paperwork filled out and have blood work done in the office to establish a relationship.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None that he knew of before his aneurysm and the bleed.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Aspirin 81 mg a day, Brilinta 90 mg a day, and Lipitor 40 mg a day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Has had cancer, lung cancer and COPD in the family and a sister with a stroke. Mother died of old age. Father has the lung cancer and COPD.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. Does not use drugs. He used to be a smoker. He does not drink alcohol. He is a maintenance man. He has been married since 1982 and they have been here in this country since 1986 from Mexico.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 209 pounds, O2 sat 98%, temperature 99, respiratory rate 20, pulse 74, and blood pressure 138/73.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Subarachnoid bleed.

2. Aneurysm x 2 intracranial.

3. Status post clipping.
4. The patient’s aspirin and Brilinta are what he is taking at this time.

5. Try to get hospital records to see exactly what they did.
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6. Lose weight.

7. Fatty liver noted.
8. Carotid ultrasound within normal limits.

9. Echocardiogram shows no clots.

10. Lower extremity shows mild PVD.

11. Prostate slightly enlarged.
12. I discussed his ultrasound findings with the patient at length before leaving.

13. We filled out his paperwork as well.
