CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 48-year-old male referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 48-year-old male who was referred for evaluation for dizziness. The patient reports dizziness greater than one year. He notes that dizziness occurs with both standing and walking. He notes that his balance is off and the room seems to spin. He states that he works in a refinery. He has had occasional shortness of breath which occurs any time. He denies symptoms of chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Anxiety.

3. Posttraumatic stress disorder.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Losartan 50 mg one p.o. b.i.d.

2. Prilosec 20 mg daily.

3. Gabapentin 300 mg p.r.n.

4. Amitriptyline 100 mg h.s.

5. Olanzapine 10 mg h.s.

6. Propranolol 60 mg one daily.

7. Qulipta 60 mg one daily.

8. Tylenol 500 mg p.r.n.

9. Multivitamins one daily.

10. Vitamin B complex daily.

11. Vitamin D daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Uncle had prostate cancer. Grandfather had brain tumor.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient notes rare alcohol use, but denies cigarettes or drug use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had recent weight loss. He reports weakness. He further reports chills and night sweats.

HEENT: Eyes: He has impaired vision and wears glasses.
Nose: He has decreased smell. He reports dryness.

Gastrointestinal: He has nausea, vomiting, and abdominal pain. He further reports diarrhea, constipation, and bloating.

Genitourinary: He reports flank pain.

Musculoskeletal: He reports joint pain and stiffness.

Neurologic: He has headache and dizziness.

Psychiatric: He reports nervousness, depression, insomnia, thoughts of suicide, emotional instability, and hallucinations. He is taking psychiatric medications.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure supine 123/84, sitting 128/86 and standing 134/90. Pulse is noted to be 82 in the supine position, 86 sitting, and 82 standing. Height 68 inches, weight 179 pounds, and respiratory rate 18.

Skin: Exam reveals multiple tattoos on the arms and chest. The left foot seems to have an intentional tremor. No other part of the body has any involuntary movement.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 90 beats per minute and is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is a 48-year-old male who is referred for cardiovascular evaluation. The patient reports symptoms of dizziness of greater than one year duration. He has a history of hypertension, anxiety, and posttraumatic disorder. He is noted to be non-orthostatic. He has no evidence of POTS at this time.

PLAN: We will review echocardiogram. Plan on having tilt table testing.
