Indications: The patient is a 38-year-old female referred for bilateral groin and vulvar venous duplex. She has vulvar varicosities with pain, which worsens during menstruation.

Procedure: On 12/18/2025 a Toshiba Xario XG Duplex Scanner was utilized to insonate and visualize the right lower extremity deep veins great saphenous, iliac, left renal and gonadal veins.

Findings: The deep venous system is patent, compressible, and free of thrombus bilaterally. No deed venous reflux is identified. The left common iliac vein measures 4.1 mm posterior to the right common iliac artery and 8.3 mm at mid segment. There is no venous reflux identified in the bilateral great saphenous veins. Saphenofemoral injunction measurements in millimeters were obtained and are as follows. Right saphenofemoral junction 6.4 and left saphenofemoral junction 4.9 with the patient in a standing position the left gonadal vein demonstrates spontaneous and continuous retrograde flow and measures 7.2 mm in diameter. The left renal vein is patent with antegrade flow while supine, which becomes retrograde with standing. Left renal vein diameter measures 4.1 mm at the superior mesenteric artery and 9.8 mm at its midsegment suggesting left renal vein compression.
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
