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The patient tells me that she was in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2006.  The patient was in a shower in Kuwait.  The patient suddenly lost consciousness.  She fell onto the ground.  The patient hit the head.  The patient tells me that she hit the back of the head.  There is a lump in the back of the head, which is still present even today.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness at that time.  The patient tells me that she woke up in the Navy Hospital.  She was hospitalized for two days.  It was diagnosed that she has medication side effects and dehydration, which caused her loss of consciousness and syncope.  When she woke up at the hospital, the patient had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  Most of her head pain is in the back of the head.
Since this event, the patient has chronic dizziness.  The patient tells me that she has poor balance.  The patient has chronic headaches.  The patient feels fatigue all the time.  The patient has poor focus.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate.  The patient tells me that for the last seven to eight years she also has progressively worsening of lightheadedness.
The patient is apparently working for the Air Force.  The patient is on active duty.  The patient is working for air transportation.  The patient tells me that her headaches and her dizziness are significantly affecting her job.  The patient has difficulty to focus and balance at work.  The patient has decreased concentration and focus because of this work.
