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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he was working in Travis Air Force Base in 2021.  The patient was working unloading.  The patient was working on an aircraft loader.  The loader jack hit the back of his head.  The patient tells me that it was a metal object.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented after that.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient went to the Travis Air Force Hospital.  The patient believed that he was out of consciousness for a brief moment.  However, the patient was not able to go back to work for a few days.  He had severe head pain and confusion next few days.
The patient currently has significant headaches.  His migraines are severe.  His light sensitivity and sound sensitivity are severe.  He tells me that these symptoms have much worsened since this injury in 2021 at the Travis Air Force Base.  The patient also has constant nausea.  The patient also has onset of memory issues.  He complained poor memory since this event.
The patient is taking medications for migraine including venlafaxine.
The patient tells me that he is still working for the Air Force.  The patient is aircraft loader.  The patient tells me that his migraine headaches and head pain are significantly affecting him doing his job.  The light sensitivity is also affecting him to be in the sunlight.  His memory loss is also affecting him to remember his task duties.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus and concentrate at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2021, at Travis Air Force Base, the patient was hit by the aircraft loader.  The aircraft loader hit the back of his head.  He believes that he had loss of consciousness for a few moments.  The patient had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation immediately.  Since the event, the patient has significant headache, photophobia, light sensitivity, sound sensitivity, poor memory, and constant nausea.  He tells me that these symptoms have significantly worsened since this head injury in 2021.  The patient tells me that his headache was not severe before.  However, since this head injury, his symptoms have severely worsened.  Specifically, the memory loss is new since this incidence.  The patient tells me his memory is very poor and he is unable to follow task duties.  The headache is much more frequent.  It is almost frequent as everyday basis.  The photophobia is everyday basis.  The sound sensitivity is also everyday basis.  It is my opinion that the patient had sustained traumatic brain injury in 2021, in Travis Air Force Base.  His symptoms are consistent with traumatic brain injury.
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
