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DOB:  
The patient tells me that he has sustained traumatic brain injury in May 2025.  The patient tells me that he was a driver on a car.  He was in a head-on car accident.  The patient tells me that he was driving and there was a head-on injury.  He tells me that he hit his forehead onto the steering wheel.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for five minutes.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  He does not remember the incident, but he remembered seeing stars. He does not remember what happened after that.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was treated at Davis Medical Center.  The patient tells me that he was diagnosed with a head injury.
The patient tells me since the event, the patient has daily memory lapses.  His memory is very poor, prevents him from following multistep instructions.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty performing daily tasks.  He has poor memory.  The patient tells me that he is thinking very slow.  The patient has poor concentration.  The patient has headaches.  The patient is constantly feeling tired.  The patient has low energy.  The patient also has vertigo symptoms.
The patient has been getting treatment for headaches including Botox occipital nerve block and Emgality injections.
The patient is currently working for the Air Force.  The patient tells me that he is working in the medical field.  He tells me that his poor memory significantly affects the way he does his job.  The patient tells me that he is not able to remember his task duties.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty following instructions because of his poor concentration and focus.  His headache is also affecting his concentration and focus.  His vertigo is also affecting him.
