HISTORY: This is an 80-year-old female here with flank pain. The patient said this has been going on for approximately three days. She describes pain as crampy 5/10 nonradiating. She reports occasional pain with urination.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Losartan 50 mg daily and atorvastatin 10 mg daily.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol, or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. She denies increased temperature.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 171/84.

Pulse is 77.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.9.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

ABDOMEN: Soft. No rebound. No guarding. No visible peristalsis. Left flank tenderness. No suprapubic tenderness to palpation.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Urinary tract infection.

2. Flank pain.
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PLAN: Urinalysis was done. Urinalysis reveals leukocyte esterase positive, negative nitrates, and blood is negative. In the clinic today, she received the following medications:

1. Rocephin 1 g IM.

2. Toradol 30 mg IM. She was observed for approximately 15 minutes. She reports no side effects of the medication and poor improvement of her pain. She was sent home with the following medication Macrobid 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days, #14 and Mobic 7.5 mg one p.o. q.a.m. for 10 days. She was strongly encouraged to go to the emergency room if she does not improve. She says she understand and will comply.
