Dear Dr. Abimbola:
This is a followup for Mr. Kanine with history of severe obstructive uropathy from enlargement of the prostate post procedure.  Kidney function improved stabilizing.  Last visit in June.  Follows urology Dr. Liu.  PSA improved.  No urinary retention.  He keeps physically active and exercising likes to play pickle ball and weights.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Only medication thyroid replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 173 and blood pressure by nurse 105/78.  Alert and oriented x4.  No skin, mucosal, respiratory or cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries in December, normal electrolytes and acid base.  Creatinine 1.6 for a GFR of 49 stage III.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Hemoglobin high.  Normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, prior obstructive uropathy resolved.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Normal blood pressure by himself.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  All chemistries are stable.  He did have prostatic urethra abnormalities with multiple procedures.  Plan to see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
