CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right shoulder pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed right shoulder pain two weeks ago and it started after he carried a box weighing 25 pounds. Pain level is 4 or 5 and it is relieved after resting. He has not used any pain medications.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable except right shoulder tenderness is present and range of movement is slightly reduced due to pain. Handgrips are bilaterally equal. There is no redness on the skin of right shoulder.
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
