CC: UA with C&S review and the patient is complaining of hearing decrease right ear.
HPI: A 75-year-old gentleman who is generally quiet, does not complain unless something is bothering him. Today, he participated in Christmas festivities, but returned to his room quietly sitting in his wheelchair and napping. When I asked him what was going on, he stated that he did not feel well and was not any more specific, then states that he is also having trouble hearing out of his right ear. When asked about it, it does not appear to have been started acutely, but has been increasing. He denied any ear pain. No drainage or bleeding.
DIAGNOSES: Unchanged from a recent note.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from a recent note.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/76, pulse 72, temperature 97.5, respiratory rate 16, O2 sat 97%, FSBS 116 and weight is 153.6 pounds.
HEENT: The patient is seated in his wheelchair. EOMI. PERLA. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. Right ear described as having muffled to poor hearing. Otic Exam: He has soft cerumen accumulation along the ear at the canal. Negative ear tug. On the left ear, there is also some soft cerumen accumulation, but not to the extent on the right.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is seated in his manual wheelchair, kind of stooped over, quiet, stated that he did not feel like getting into bed. He can propel his manual wheelchair.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Cerumen accumulation, right greater than left. Debrox four drops per ear b.i.d. times four days and thereafter, the patient is to take a shower and the steam and the warmth from that will also help the cerumen to melt and come out.
2. E. coli UTI. Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. times seven days ordered. The patient does not have dysuria.

3. Myalgias. Tylenol 500 mg two tablets p.o. times one now and the patient does have p.r.n. Tylenol that he can ask for later.
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
